In case you haven't heard the news, 
the Beth El community is excited to 
welcome Rabbi Joshua Gruenberg as 
the synagogue's new Rabbi. Rabbi 
Gruenberg was chosen by a re-
sounding margin. He received broad 
support from our membership fol-

lowing his February visit, which was relayed from the congre-
gation to the Rabbinic Search Committee via survey and other 
written and verbal comments.  
 
Rabbi Gruenberg, his wife Elissa, and children Sam and Kayla 
will be arriving in the beginning of July.  The Gruenbergs re-
cently purchased a home in Yardley and are excited to get to 
know the Beth El community.  The Rabbinic Transition Com-
mittee will be coordinating a reception in June when the  
Gruenbergs will be coming to Beth El for a weekend visit.  
This will give us all a chance to begin to know our new rabbi 
and his family. 
 
We especially wish to thank Rabbi Pivo for his leadership by 
example through his strong support of the search process and 
his extraordinary efforts to help the Rabbinic Search Commit-
tee. Thanks to every congregational participant for their inter-
est and input in this arduous process. Congratulations and Ya-
sher Koach to Brian Levey, Phil Freidenreich and the entire 
Rabbinic Search Committee for a job well done.

If we were to do a survey and ask Jews what the most difficult Jewish holiday is, my guess is that the 
vast majority would answer ‘Pesakh,’ with ‘Yom Kippur’ coming in a distant second. But it is the very 
‘difficulty’ of these holidays, in their preparation and our experience of them, which makes them mean-
ingful and memorable. For Pesakh, we go through a great deal to avoid leavened foods, hametz, during 
the eight days of the festival. We do so both to connect us to the historical experience of the exodus 
from Egypt, when our ancestors did not have time to wait for bread to rise before fleeing, and because 
our tradition teaches us that hametz is a symbol of the yetzer hara, the self-inflation of the evil inclina-
tion within each of us. By purging our homes of that which expands and puffs up during cooking, we 
symbolically purge ourselves of our self-importance and arrogance. In that way, the removal of hametz 
constitutes a way of metaphorically redeeming ourselves from those traits. The rituals of hametz remind 
us that we are in part responsible for our own redemption, even as we acknowledge that God is the ulti-
mate redeemer of humanity. 
 
In order to fulfill the commandments not to eat or even own any hametz during Pesakh, we must eat, 
sell or give away all hametz in our possession. If any hametz is still in our homes, it should be locked 
away and sold to a non-Jew. You can appoint me as your agent for that sale. Any hametz that remains 
in our homes without being sold cannot be eaten even after Pesakh, so make sure to call the office and  
get your name on the list! 
 
The three rituals to search for hametz, nullify it and burn it take place before Pesakh begins. Each of 
these rituals is brief, fun and a wonderful way to connect ourselves to Jewish tradition and to show our 
zeal to remove the ‘leaven’ in our hearts. These rituals can be found in most editions of the haggadah, 
but if you cannot find them, call me for guidance.

It is almost time to begin thinking about Pesakh. Good preparation is the key to a seder and a Pesakh when we truly feel our-

selves to have been redeemed from slavery as a people as well as from the bondage of our own personal struggles.  
  

Hilkhot Pesakh (Laws of Pesakh): 
Hametz (leaven) – The main ritual observance of Pesakh is ridding our homes of all forms of leaven. First, all bread products 

should be actually removed, either donated to a food pantry, sold, given or thrown away by nightfall on the day before 

Pesakh.  Second, we do a ritual search for leaven (bedikat hametz), (this year on Sunday, April 17), traditionally by candle-
light, using a feather and spoon to collect several pieces of specially placed leaven. This is a great ritual for the whole family! 

We then recite the formula for nullifying any unfound hametz (bittul hametz). In the event that some products are too expen-
sive to actually be disposed of, they may be sold to a non-Jew for the duration of Pesakh, and Rabbi Pivo can act as your 

agent in that transaction if you sign the form in the synagogue office. On the morning of Seder night, (Monday, April 18), we 
destroy the hametz (biur hametz) that we found the night before, usually by burning it, and we again recite the formula for 

nullifying unfound hametz. The rituals for searching, nullifying and destroying hametz can be found in a good haggadah. 

  
Ta’anit bekhorim (fast of the firstborn): 

On the day leading into seder, all firstborn Jews customarily fast from morning until evening. However, if one takes part in a 
mitzvah that includes a feast, the fast is cut short.  So at the 7 a.m. morning minyan on April 18, join Rabbi Pivo for some 

study. 

  
Ma’ot Hittin: 

As on every Jewish holiday, it is praiseworthy to give to tzedakah so that others will have enough to eat and, in the case of 
Pesakh, provisions for seder. One wonderful opportunity for doing so is by contributing to Mazon, a Jewish response to hun-

ger. We have their materials in the synagogue lobby. You can also log on to their website: http://www.mazon.org.  
  

Seder: 

The complex details of seder are best addressed through a good haggadah. The Rabbinical Assembly’s Feast of Freedom in-
cludes a lot of wonderful material, and the Hartman Institute’s A Different Night is great for kids, but many others are also 

worth checking out. Remember that the best seder experience will be one where everyone participates by reading, acting out 
the story or telling their own stories of personal redemption. Here are some additional web-based resources for your prepara-
