The relationship in this country between the Jewish community and the African-American community has been one that could 

certainly be characterized by peaks and valleys.  At times, the two have worked together and shared in the other’s struggles to 
achieve not only equality as a minority in this country but peace as well.  At other times the rhetoric that is spewed by a select 

few on each side seems to inflame tensions among the masses.  I am sure like me you have wondered why it is that these two 

communities have not chosen at all times to work together to share in a common fight. 
 

I do not dare suggest that Jewish people have had as difficult a lot as African-American people have had in this country over 
the past two hundred years.  However, each of us had times throughout our illustrious histories where we were the victims of 

great persecution and unspeakable horror.  Ray Charles used to say, “I have always said that if there is anyone who can sing 
the gut-bucket blues like the Black man can it should be the Jew.” 

 

This month we celebrate the birthday of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.  Dr. King was a man who espoused the greatest of values 
and ideals.  In many ways Dr. King’s moral character had basis in the Torah.  In his famous speech on the steps of the Lincoln 

Monument King uttered these words, “I have a dream that one day this nation will rise up and live out the true meaning of its 
creed: "We hold these truths to be self-evident: that all men are created equal." I have a dream that one day on the red hills of 
Georgia the sons of former slaves and the sons of former slave owners will be able to sit down together at a table of brother-
hood. I have a dream that one day even the state of Mississippi, a desert state, sweltering with the heat of injustice and op-
pression, will be transformed into an oasis of freedom and justice. I have a dream that my four children will one day live in a 
nation where they will not be judged by the color of their skin but by the content of their character. I have a dream today. 
 

Dr. King fought for justice and freedom.  In our Torah we read the freedom shall be proclaimed throughout the land. (Leviticus 
25:10)  One of our most important holidays is also called, “The Time of our Freedom.”  We remember on Passover what it was 

like to be a slave and we celebrate freedom.  In Deuteronomy we read, “Justice, justice shall you pursue.” (16:20) Dr. Abraham 

Joshua Heschel who was a friend of Dr. King, used to say that as Jews we must not only live with and respect justice but we 
must actively seek it. 

 
In a perfect world the average person would look at the connection that these two peoples share together and they would see 

great accomplishment and contribution.  However, it seems that all too often in their shared history it is impossible to look past 

the bigotry and persecution.  Both Dr. King and Dr. Heschel were passionate advocates for freedom and justice, while also be-
ing great supporters for their people’s great contributions in shaping America and the world.  As we commemorate Dr. King’s 

birthday this year let us all try and internalize the lessons that both he and Dr. Heschel fought for, and make them a part of our 
lives as Americans and more importantly as Jews. 

 

I leave you with Heschel’s description of marching along side Dr. King, and remind you that prayer and worship comes not only 
when we read out of the prayer-book, but also when we stand up for what is right: “The day we marched together out of Selma 

was a day of sanctification. That day I hope will never be past to me -- that day will continue to be this day. A great Hasidic 
sage compares the service of God to a battle being waged in war. An army consists of infantry, artillery, and cavalry. In critical 

moments cavalry and artillery may step aside from the battle-front. Infantry, however, carries the brunt. I am glad to belong to 
infantry!………For many of us the march from Selma to Montgomery was both protest and prayer. Legs are not lips, and walking 

is not kneeling. And yet our legs uttered songs. Even without words, our march was worship. I felt my legs were praying.”
