Even though we say mi shenikhnas Adar, marbim bôsimkhah, ófrom when Adar comes in we increase joy,ô this 

month I want to focus not on the joy that Purim brings once a year, but on a wonderful new focus on the joy of 

weekly Shabbat observance. This is not a Purim joke. It is inspired by an organization called Reboot, which dedi-

cated to revitalizing Shabbat observance. They have developed a 10-step program for doing so, reprinted here; their 

full program can be accessed on line at www.SabbathManifesto.org: 

Avoid technology 

Connect with loved ones 

Nurture your health 

Get outside 

Avoid commerce 

Light candles 

Drink wine 

Eat Bread 

Find silence 

Give back 
  

Most of these ideas are part of traditional Shabbat rituals or practices, but itôs amazing how difficult one particular 

item on the list seems, which is why, I suspect, it was placed at the top of the list: Avoid technology. For many of 

us, there is no part of the day that is not suffused with the beeps, rings and buzzing of incoming e-mails, texts and 

voice messages. There is nothing more typical of our time than the constant pressure of keeping connected. While 

we have gained a tremendous amount through our technology, I worry that we are becoming enslaved to its de-

mands. 
 

That is why it is so crucial to plug back into Shabbat by unplugging ourselves from our machines every week for 

one day. Shabbat is a time to admit that the world will go on without us for 24 hours, that there is no need to be 

óonô all the time, and that we honor it and derive benefit from it by finding joy and comfort in silence, in nature, in 

study, in family, in community and in prayer. 
 

Rabbi Abraham Joshua Heschel called Shabbat a cathedral in time. We must build it anew every week in order to 

feel its beauty, its protection and its rejuvenating effects. When we do, we shift perspective, looking ahead to the 

moment when Shabbat loosens the shackles of óhave to.ô It reminds us that there is very little of importance that 

will not wait one day, and that in fact everything that we treasure most can be had by following a few simple steps. 

Beginning to think that way brings us back to Heschel again, as he wrote in his classic book The Sabbath: ñShabbat 

does not exist for the sake of the rest of the week; the rest of the week exists for the sake of Shabbat.ò 
 

I invite you to take part in the National Day of Unplugging, the Shabbat of March 4-5; for 24 hours, unplug from 

all machines and do as many of the other things on the list above as possible. I would love to hear back from our 

members the following week to see how it went.

The Story of Purim  
 

Purim is one of the most joyous and enjoy-

able holidays on the Jewish calendar. It com-

memorates a time when the Jewish people, 

living in Persia, were saved from extermina-

tion. The story of Purim is told in the biblical 

book of Esther. The heroes of the story are 

Esther, a beautiful young Jewish woman 

living in Persia, and her cousin Mordecai, 

who raised her as if she were his daughter. 

Esther was taken to the house of Ahashverus, 

King of Persia, to become part of his harem. 

King Ahashverus loved Esther more than his 

other women and made Esther queen, but the 

king did not know that Esther was a Jew, 

because Mordecai told her not to reveal her 

identity. The villain of the story is Haman, an 

advisor to the king. Haman hated Mordecai 

because Mordecai refused to bow down to 

Haman saying that he would only bow to 

God. Out of anger against Mordecai Haman 

plotted to destroy the entire Jewish people. 

Haman told the king that the Jewish people 

were different, that their laws are different 

from those of every other people's and that 

they do not observe the king's laws. This put 

the fate of the Jewish people in Hamanôs 

hands, to do as he pleased to them. Haman 

planned to exterminate all of the Jews.  

The word Purim means ólotsô and refers to 

the lottery that Haman used to choose the 

date for the massacre. Mordecai persuaded 

Esther to speak to the king on behalf of the 

Jewish people. This was a dangerous thing 

for Esther to do, because anyone who came 

into the king's presence without being sum-

moned could be put to death, and she had not 

been summoned. But when Esther ap-

proached the king, he welcomed her. Later, 

she revealed her identity as a Jew and told 

the king of Haman's plot against her people. 

The Jewish people were saved and Haman 

was hanged on the gallows that had been 

prepared for Mordecai and the Jews. 

 

 

Eat special foods 

We eat triangular cookies 

filled with fruit on Purim 

that help us to recall the evil 

villain Haman who wore a 3 

cornered  hat. The cookies 

are called Hamantaschen in 

Yiddish and are called Ozônai Haman 

(literally the ñears of Hamanò) in Hebrew.

Lastly, giving gifts of food to 

friends and giving to those less 

fortunate are two important 

Mitzvot on Purim; both of these 

customs are ways of sharing 

our joy.

What we do on Purim  
 

The celebration of Purim focuses on the fact 

that the Jewish people were saved by Esther 

and Mordecaiôs courageous acts. 
 

Read the Megillah 

Traditionally the scroll of Esther 

is read out loud at synagogue 

twice on Purim: once at night 

and once during the day. The 

scroll from which we read is called a Megillah; 

it contains the story of Esther. The whole story 

is read aloud for all to hear.  
 

One of Purimôs most enjoyable 

aspects is that when the name 

of Haman is read from the Me-

gillah, people make noise to 

drown out the evil name of the 

villain with a noise maker called a grogger or 

Raôashan in Hebrew. 
 
 
 

Dress in costumes 

Mistaken identity plays an im-

portant role in Purim. Esther hid 

her Jewish heritage from the 

king. We too hide our identities 

on Purim as children and adults 

dress up as characters from the Megillah or as 

whatever we feel like.
