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First of all, | want to thank everyone who has sent Lisa and me a note or e -mail, called or wished us a
mazal tov in person on finding a new pulpit and home for our family. There were far too many good
wishes to respond to them individually, so | do so now publicly. This process has had many twists and
turns for us, and although things did not turn out as we expected, we are very pleased with how they
did.

The Jewish holiday cycle reflects the concerns of thousands of years of Jewish history. It includes bibli-

cally commanded holidays, rabbinic innovations and the commemoration of events in modern Jewish

history. During the month of May this year, we observe several modern additions to the calendar: Yom
HaShoah (Holocaust Remembrance Day), Yom HaZikaro
(1l srael s I ndependence Day) . Welayamths auntng cf the Qmer pé-a g
riod, which extends from Pesakh to Shavuot.

The Omer period, also known as sefirah, 6 counting, 6 originally marked
spring harvest season, culminating with the holid
that it ends those seven weeks of harvest. Later rabbinic tradition identified the theme of redemption

with Pesakh and that of revelation with Shavuot, and in so doing gave the Omer new meaning as well.

For the rabbis, the days of the Omer mark the days that the Israelites marched from bondage in Egypt

to the giving of the Torah on Mount Sinai. Each day is thus seen as corresponding to one of the days on

that journey; as each day passes and is counted, we visualize the people putting their days of slavery

one more day behind them and drawing ever closer to their fateful encounter with God.

The Omer is a wonderful reminder of the significance of every moment in our lives, of the distinctiveness
of every day. When we encounter another person, for instance, no one else in history will experience
that moment but those who are present. And even for the participants, any given encounter will be for-
gotten, sooner or later. Because of the ephemeral nature of our lives, we must constantly strive to live
our days in a state of heightened awareness, so that regardless of whether they are remembered by
anyone in the future, they have meaning to us. The Omer reminds us that we are always on a journey,
away from the distress of the past to a future touched by the promise of an encounter with God.

That is how | am viewing our familyds transition
begin marking the days as we shift from one home to another. Like the omer, it is a time of great antici-
pation, as much for what is unknown as for what we already expect. And for Beth El, too, we all look
